We know that if you make a contri-
bution, it will be because you believe
in what we do, and because you want
to help make a difference in the lives
of others. We would also like to make
sure you benefit from making a gift.

How does this happen? You may be
surprised to learn that some of the
best gift plans also improve the
donor’s financial and tax situation.

These alternative giving options are
known as “planned” gifts. They can

be revocable – a charitable bequest in
your will, for example – so that you can
change your mind at any time. Or, they
can be irrevocable – just as outright
gifts are – so that you benefit from an
immediate income tax deduction.

The attraction of irr evocable
planned gifts is that they are
deferred.You part with an asset today,
but the actual giving of the asset to
Tabitha is put off for a while – often
until after your lifetime, and that of a
surviving beneficiary, if you wish.
During that time in between, you
receive benefits from the gift.

For example, with a charitable
remainder trust, you receive lifetime
income from the asset after it is placed
in a trust, and then Tabitha receives the
remainder of the trust after you die. Or,
you could deed Tabitha a remainder
interest in your home and still retain the
right to live in it for your life. 

The key feature of planned gifts like
these is that they allow you to benefit,
as well as Tabitha!

The most common donations are
outright pledges or gifts such as

cash or a check, which we receive in
payments or right away. However,
many times, people want to hold on to
their money and other assets for now,
just to be sure they can meet their
family’s future financial needs. These
people are usually delighted to learn
that we have excellent alternatives
that allow people to make a gift
while protecting their family’ s
needs. One of these options could be
right for you, too!

We’ve designed the chart inside
to summarize the benefits of some

of the main types of charitable gifts. Just
think of what you want to accomplish
with your gift, and there is probably a
way to do it!

Your Goal Your Gift How to Make Gifts Your Benefits

Make a quick and simple gift Outright Gift or Pledge
Donate cash, securities or personal property, or
make pledge with payment schedule

Income tax deduction for value of gift; avoid-
ance of capital gains tax due to appreciation

Bequest: Defer a gift until after your 
lifetime: your final tithe

A donation exempt from federal estate taxes

Make a large gift with little cost to 
yourself

Life Insurance Gift
Give an old or new policy with Tabitha
Foundation named as beneficary

Current income tax deduction for gift’s
value, plus possible estate tax savings

Avoid the two-fold taxation on IRAs or
other retirement plan assets/benefit plans

Retirement Plan Gift
Name Tabitha Foundation as remainder 
beneficiary of all or part of the remaining assets
after your lifetime

Avoidance of heavily taxed gift to heirs and
preserves plan’s value

Avoid capital gains tax on the sale of a
home or other real estate

Real Estate Gift
Donate the property to Tabitha Foundation or sell
it at a bargain price to Tabitha

Immediate income tax deduction for the
charitable value of the gift and avoidance of
capital gains tax

Give your personal residence or farm now,
but continue to live there

Retained Life Estate
Designate the ownership of your home to Tabitha
Foundation, but retain occupancy

Charitable income tax deduction; lifetime
use of home

Secure a fixed and often improved income Charitable Remainder Annuity Trust
Create a charitable trust that pays you a fixed 
annuity (payment)

Immediate income tax deduction and fixed
income for life for donor or other beneficiary

Create a hedge against inflation over the
long term

Charitable Remainder Unitrust
Create a trust that pays you a percentage of the
trust’s assets; trust valued annually

Immediate income tax deduction, no capital
gains tax liability and annual income for life
that has potential to increase if trust value
increases

Supplement income with fixed annual 
payments that is partially tax-free

Charitable Gift Annuity
Enter into a contract that pays you fixed payments
annually for life

Immediate income tax deduction for part of
gift’s value, with capital gains spread out
over life expectancy; fixed payments for life

Reduce gift and estate taxes on assets that
pass on to heirs

Charitable Lead Trust
Create a trust that pays a fixed or variable income
to Tabitha Foundation for a set term before you,
your children or grandchildren receive remainder

Reduced size of taxable estate; keeps prop-
erty in family, often with reduced gift taxes

Make a revocable gift (can be changed at
any time) during your lifetime

Revocable Living Trust
Name Tabitha Foundation the beneficiary of
assets in a living trust

You maintain control of the trust for your life-
time; possible savings in estate taxes due to
Tabitha as beneficiary of trust remainder
